1. Approval of Minutes:    The minutes from the October 16, 2009 meeting were approved.
2. Updates on Campus Assessment Activity:  S. Stovall presented a brief update on the assessment committees campus-wide:
· Outcomes Assessment Committee 2:  The committee has completed the process of preparing feedback reports and will begin scheduling meetings with the units to discuss their reports.
· State Common Core:  Reports are still being collecting by course level. Other options will be explored.
· Teaching Academy:  S. Stovall attended the “Data-driven Inquiry: Strategies for Problematizing the Material of Your Discipline” workshop and reported that it was very good and interesting.
· University Outcomes Assessment Council:  The committee is now at the stage where they are developing an assessment statement for the institution.
· Higher Learning Commission (HLC) Assessment Committee:  Team members from NMSU will be attending the 2009 Academy for Assessment of Student Learning Roundtable Event next week.  They will focus on the integration of different levels and services campus-wide, maintaining momentum under the new administration, and follow through of commitments made to the HLC.
· Baccalaureate Outcomes:  S. Stovall will meet with Chris Erickson, Faculty Senate Chair, to discuss the creation of a task force to review and provide feedback on the the proposed mission and outcomes of the Baccalaureate experience.  She will also meet with the ASNMSU President to get ideas and endorsements.
3. CATs Initiative:  E. Devall, P. Johnson, and L. Madson created a draft of a Classroom Assessment Techniques (CAT) flyer which S. Stovall passed around for the members to see.  The members were very impressed with the layout.  S. Stovall will ask P. Johnson to send the flyer electronically to the members so that they can provide their feedback.  The goal is to distribute the flyer during Spring 2010 semester.
4. New Mexico Higher Education Assessment and Retention Proposals/Annual Convention:   It was announced that the annual convention will be held February 25-26, 2010, in Albuquerque and that the deadline for proposals submittal is November 20, 2009.  Invited speakers are:  Susan Hatfield, Jeff Seybert, Peggy Maki, Teresa Flateby, and Allen DuPont.  
5. Program Review:  L. Lacey reported to the committee that when the Higher Learning Commission visited the campus and met with the Associate Dean’s Academic Council it was decided that it would be a good idea to develop a process that begins regular program reviews for the graduate programs offered at NMSU.  The Graduate School will undertake this task with the plan to review graduate programs every five (5) years.  L. Lacey will meet with the new President and Provost to discuss this process in the future.
