OLD BUSINESS

Payroll deduction options – there was a motion to table the discussion until information could be obtained from the offices of the Controller or Human Services.  It was seconded and passed.

The Committee has received a request for free or discounted on-campus child care.  Information pertaining to programs at other comparable land-grant institutions was shared with the Committee.  A Committee member will investigate current child care programs, or associated programs, on NMSU campus and will provide information at the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
The Committee received requests to consider the following:


• expansion of dependent children reduced tuition program to include graduate credits


• increased flexibility on length of time to use credits

After an extended discussion, there was a motion to extend the credits to include graduate credits and to increase from 10 to 12 semesters (from 5 to 6 for community colleges) the length of time available to use the credits.  The motion was seconded and passed.  The Chair will draft the recommendation to ACAP.
