ENGL111G   RHETORIC AND COMPOSITION

Skills and methods used in writing university-level essays. 
Prerequisite:  ACT standard score in English of 16 or higher during regular semester or successful completion of a developmental 
writing course or the equivalent. 
 
 
ENGL 203G    BUSINESS & PROFESSIONAL COMMUNICATION 
Section M20 MTWR 12:40-2:40  MS1       TBA 
Section M30 MTWR 8:00-10:00  MS2       TBA 
Effective writing for courses and careers in business, law, government, and other professions. Strategies for researching and writing 
correspondence and reports, with an emphasis on understanding and responding to a variety of communication tasks with a strong 
purpose, clear organization and vigorous professional style. 
 
 
ENGL 211G   WRITING IN THE HUMANITIES & SOCIAL SCIENCES 
    Subtitle: The Rhetoric of Popular Culture 
Section M30 MTWR 8:00-10:00  MS2        MILAGROS-GARCIA 
This course will introduce students to key concepts for the anylysis of popular texts and practices, such as “popular,” “culture,” 
“idealology,” and “hegemony,” among others. Students will examine diverse cultural representations (e.g. gender, race, class, physical 
ability, and age) in different print and electronic media genres, and/or other artifacts (games, toys, music) familiar to them. We will 
begin to understand how these contribute to reinforcing and recreating individual and societal worldviews. We will also begin to 
understand which narratives/arguments are being told and which are silenced. Using rhetorical criticism and critical studies, students 
will develop their writing by developing critical perspectives and by analysizng different topics surrounding popular culture.  
 
 
ENGL 211G   WRITING IN THE HUMANITIES & SOCIAL SCIENCES   
    Subtitle:  Identity and Media 
Section M70 WebCT Online  MS1       ALMJELD 
As our society becomes increasingly dependent upon technology and new media, this course focuses on ways of reading, writing, and 
arguing via a variety of modes including blogs, visual texts, and traditional papers. The course is designed to offer practice 
interpreting, producing, and evaluating a variety of texts from humanities and related social sciences. We will pay particular attention 
to the ways we write and perform our identities through a variety of texts and argumentative approaches. Our study begins by looking 
at different rhetorical strategies with special attention paid to advertising and visual rhetoric. We will also consider ways that strategies 
and appeals are affected when multiple authors are involved, as is the case with hypertext and new media environments. Next we will 
move from mass audience appeals to more individual representations that might serve students in their personal and professional lives. 
To do this, we will discuss representations of families and individuals via albums and scrapbooks. Finally, students will create visual 
representations and arguments for their own identities. The course includes readings, discussion, production of textual and visual texts, 
and research strategies and practice. 
 
 
ENGL 218G    TECHNICAL & SCIENTIFIC COMMUNICATION 
Section M20 MTWR 10:20-12:20  MS1       TBA 
Section M30 MTWR 10:20-12:20  MS2       TBA 
This course investigates the theory and practice of writing in technical and scientific fields. The course emphasizes preparing effective 
written products for both academic and professional settings.  
 



 
 
ENGL 220G    INTRODUCTION TO CREATIVE WRITING 
Section M30 MTWR 12:40-2:40  MS2       TBA 
This course in an introduction to three forms of imaginative writing: creative non-fiction, fiction, and poetry. We will read and discuss 
various texts representative of these forms and perform writing exercises to help us learn how to write.  
 
 
ENGL 318    ADVANCED TECHNICAL & PROFESSIONAL COMMUNICATION 
Section M20 MTWR 12:40-2:40  MS1       TBA 
This course is designed to help you examine and gain experience with a variety of professional communication genres. The course is 
based on a sequence of assignments, each building on the work of the previous one, which will provide you with an opportunity to 
investigate your own professional communication practices, to conduct research on an issue of professional interest through multiple 
means, and to construct persuasive documents that seek action by convincing others of the value of your ideas. In each of these 
assignments, you will focus on understanding and negotiating the rhetorical situation. By focusing on the rhetorical demands of 
communication, you will learn practical and theoretical approaches for researching and developing content for multiple audiences. By 
analyzing the purpose, audience, and context of various communicative situations, you will be able to create documents that 
successfully achieve their intended goals. Importantly, this course will also focus on the design and arrangement of documents, as well 
as on the development of their textual content. 
 
 
ENGL 328   LITERATURE OF SCIENCE FICTION & FANTASY 
Section M70 WebCT Online  MS2       BROWN 
Beginning with a historical survey of the development of science fiction and fantasy, this online course will turn its focus to specific 
novels and films that represent the genres. Students will do several reviews and a research project. 
Prerequisite: ENGL 111G 
 
 
ENGL 363    LITERATURE FOR CHILDREN & YOUNG ADULTS 
Section M70 WebCT   MS1       LAVENDER 
Section M71 WebCT   MS2       ROARK-DIEHL 
This course requires students to read critically and discuss and write about the literature appropriated by, and written for, children in 
English. Some consideration will be given to the issues surrounding the choice of children’s literature for classroom use. 
 
 
ENGL 380G    WOMEN WRITERS

Introduction to multicultural women’s traditions through intensice study of works by women writers. Same as WS 380.

ENGL 423   SHAKESPEARE ON FILM

Team-taught by Dr. Tracey Miller-Tomlinson and Dr. Sarah Hagelin 
Advanced seminar on Shakespeare’s plays in performance, both onstage and onscreen. We will examine plays from A Midsummer 
Night’s Dream to Macbeth as printed texts, as records of ephemeral moments of performance, and as cinematic events.  We will 
consider each play as a text alongside multiple film versions and a range of critical and theoretical work in performance studies, film 
criticism, and queer theory. We will consider canonical adaptations from the silent period through the Branagh era next to ambitious 
revisions such as Kurosawa’s Throne of Blood.

After submitting an application and participating in an interview, candidates will be invited to become members of the Borderlands 
Writing Project by completing the Summer Invitational Institute. During the intensive four-week Summer Institute, participants meet 
all day for four days each week. Mornings include extended periods of writing and reflection, discussion of best teaching and learning 
practices and personal teaching experiences, and demonstration/workshops by participants and leading scholar/practitioners in writing, 
reading, and critical literacy. In the afternoon, participants meet in writing and response groups and in reading and inquiry groups.  An 
afternoon each week is devoted to reading and responding to work started during the week and revised for presentation to the group.   
The aims of the Borderlands Writing Project are to create a community of teachers and scholars dedicated to:  

• expanding and improving student learning and literacy 
• completing inquiry and teacher research to investigate classroom practice in teaching writing, reading, and critical thinking 
• developing the professional identities of teachers from diverse backgrounds at different levels of experience

Supervised writing of an extended, researched, critical essay.  To be taken in fulfillment of specific degree requirements in the final 
semester of the MA program. Requires instructor consent. 
 
 
ENGL 599   MASTERS THESIS 
Section M20, M30            
Supervised writing of thesis. May be repeated. Requires instructor consent. 
 
 
ENGL 600   DOCTORAL RESEARCH 
Section M20, M30           
Assigns credit for research performed prior to the doctoral comprehensive examination. Requires instructor consent. 
 
 
ENGL 700   DOCTORAL DISSERTATION 
Sections M20, M30           
Assigns credit for work performed on doctoral dissertation. Requires instructor consent.
