If selected, all that is required for you to do is learn from the IACURH experience, share your ideas with student leaders from other region schools, and have a blast! Oh, did I mention it’s ALL for free!?!?!   SGCR picks up the tab because we believe that our students represent our campus so well, and we know they bring back great ideas to share with our campus community.  

Are you interested?  Here’s what you need to do:

On a separate, typed page, please tell us who you are, what you are all about, and why you want to go to IACURH.  Creativity and depth are encouraged, and you should include enough information for SGCR to get a good idea about who you are and why we should pick YOU to represent us at IACURH!  

Make sure to include ALL of the following information at the top of your application:  

Name, Class, Major(s), Current on-campus residence hall/apartment complex, Phone number, and Email address
The application, in hard copy, is to be returned to an executive officer of SGCR. You may email me, Leonard Thurman, at billfred@nmsu.edu, if you have any questions (and I know you do). The SGCR office is located on the west side of the Monagle Hall Lobby. If no one is in the office, you may slide it under the door. 
The application deadline is Monday, September 28th. The selection announcement will be on Wednesday, September 30th  at 6:00 p.m. at the General SGCR Meeting in La Vista Learning Center classroom 235 B in Garcia Hall. Delegates who are selected to attend IACURH should plan to stay for a short meeting immediately following adjournment of the general session SGCR meeting.
IMPORTANT:  This is a commitment. The delegation will be meeting at least once a week and likely more frequently as the conference approaches in order to prepare to be a strong delegation and represent NMSU.   Delegates will be required to sign a financial commitment form indicating that they are responsible for paying their full cost of attendance (travel, hotel, registration, etc.) if they decide not to attend after a specified date or if they are sent home from the conference early for misconduct. SGCR is paying the way to the conference, so it is expected that all delegates will attend and participate fully in all conference activities.  Delegates will also be required to jointly submit programs to the conference.  More information will be shared with delegates following the selection announcement.
