Delegates will be required to sign a financial commitment form indicating that they are responsible for paying their full cost of attendance (travel, hotel, registration, etc.) if they decide not to attend after a specified date or if they are sent home from the conference early for misconduct. SGCR is paying the way to the conference, so it is expected that all delegates will attend and participate fully in all conference activities.  Delegates will also be required to jointly submit programs to the conference.  More information will be shared with delegates following the selection announcement.  Please only apply if you are willing to undertake this commitment.

IACURH conference applications MUST be turned into the office before the general SGCR meeting, September 15.Late applications will not be considered. If no one is available in the office to take the application, the application may be slid under the door.  The interview process will take place Monday- Friday the week of September 20.
Part one: Biography

 You will be required to submit a 250-500 word bid describing your past leadership experience, past work or extracurricular involvement, any achievements, great things about you (your strengths, etc.), and the reasons why YOU should be picked to attend this conference.  We want to know what will make YOU a strong delegate at IACURH.   At the top of your bid, you will need to include your name, class, major, current on-campus building/community, phone number, and email. If you are creative with computer design, feel free to add graphics, photos, or a design that follows the theme of your bid. A sample bid is available on request at the SGCR office in the Monagle lobby.
Part two: Creativity
Choose ONE of the three following creative components to include with your bid. This part of the application is meant to show your creativity because we will need to make creative banners, pins, and shirts, as well as use our ability to think in unusual and creative ways. It is important to see what you are able to invent. 

The Doodle
Complete the drawing attached by adding whatever you would like to what already exists on the page. The final drawing can be whatever you like, it doesn’t have to be entirely artistic, and there is no wrong creation. Then write a 200 word maximum story describing your creation. 
The Chant
Create a chant/cheer that incorporates what we believe to be the four components of a successful cheer: positive, original, interactive, and appealing. The chant must also contain the school or state (NMSU or New Mexico) in the chant. The chant should not be more than one minute long and will be performed at your interview.  Please submit a written copy of your chant/cheer any directions (clap, shake your butt, etc.) with your bid.
The Banner

Make an NMSU banner that shows off school spirit. The banner can be done on the computer or by hand and does not have a size limit. The banner must incorporate New Mexico State University, leadership, as well as creative aspects. It can also include the theme of the conference: “Lead a Route, Leave a Legacy”. There is no wrong banner, and artistic ability will not be the central focus.

Part three: Interview

After you turn in your application to the SGCR office located on the west side of the Monagle lobby, your application will be reviewed and if we believe you are a top candidate for the conference for an interview to further narrow down our selection.
